All entry Information for the 2011 Glendale Bach/Baroque Festival on April 17, 2011 must be entered online at The Southern
California Junior Bach Festival website.

The website address is: www.scjbf.orq

The SCJBF website is very well set-up and easy to understand.

Once you reach the website, on the left side on the home page is wording that says "Event Schedule and Registration." Click on this
and you will be taken to the next screen where you will click on "Take me to online registration.”" Once to that page, follow the
instructions. If you click on "I'm a new user" you will then be asked to give information about yourself and to make-up and then enter
your personal username and password. Follow the instructions for this step.

Next step will be to access the entry application. How to reach this form and the instructions for filling it out is clear. Once to the entry
form, fill it out completely. There are also instructions for entering Anna Magdelena Bach pieces and compositions by Baroque
composers other than Bach. In the remark box, indicate program preference by typing either EARLY, MIDDLE, LATE or ANY. Please
do not put down a specific hour (like “2pm”) as this type of request cannot be honored. In addition, there is information on the
Regional Festival and Complete Work Auditions.

Teachers, please enter students’ names very clearly. For instance, type Jasmin Pearl. DO NOT TYPE NAMES IN ALL
CAPTIAL LETTERS SUCH AS JASMIN PEARL. After entering students’ names, teachers please do not forget entering the
repertoire as well. The teachers who do not enter the repertoire cause their students automatically disqualified.

Teacher must NOT use Glendale's General Entry Form to enter students in the Bach/Baroque Festival. All entry information for the
Glendale Bach/Baroque Festival must be done online. The registration will open on February 15, 2011. Deadline for entering
information is March 15, 2011. | would suggest entering the information as soon as possible.

After entering all of your student's entry information, print out the "Registration Report" and send this report with your ONE personal
entry fee check, made to Glendale MTAC, and send to me IMMEDIATELY, but no later than a postmark deadline of March 17, 2011.
Include a self-addressed stamped envelope. Entry fee: $25.00 per student. On the registration report you send to me, indicate
siblings.
